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Abstract. One of the little-developed areas of scientific research is the psychohygenology of physical culture and
sports. The main task of the psychohygiena of sports is to ensure the mental health of an athlete, which is closely
related to the psychology of the athlete's personality, the psychology of the sports team, psychoregulation, psychopro-
phylaxis and psychotherapy. The need to constantly overcome great physical and mental stress is associated with in-
creased neuropsychiatric activity and emotional stress.

It seems clear only that it is far from enough to limit
ourselves to proving the importance of motor activity for general, including mental development, and human health.
The practice of training, education and production urgently requires detailing and concretization of psycho-hygienic
recommendations, based on modern ideas about the structure of human consciousness and behavior. In addition, sports
activities often force athletes to hide the external manifestations of mental tension. This served as the basis for the
organization of long-term literary and experimental studies aimed at clarifying the influence of the motor regime and
physical culture and sports on mental processes, mental states and mental properties of the individual.
